Checklist for Cover Ordering

Use this as a “guide” for ordering spa covers. Feel free to add, delete or change parts of this checklist for your needs.

1) Size: length of fold, width (across fold), rounded or radius corners, cut corners (45 degree corner cuts). Is this a fit for the plastic shell or the cabinet? 

A slightly larger cover (1/2” or so larger than the plastic) can provide ease of cover placement. Sometimes, a larger cover that goes to the cabinet edge can prevent snow & water from sitting on the ledge around the plastic shell.

If shell is more than 2 inches smaller than cabinet or very narrow (1 inch or so) the positioning of the heat seal cushions may need to be adjusted. The heat seal cushions must fit over the plastic shell to stop the heat from escaping out edges of the cover, under the fold. They are normally placed 1 inch in from the outside edge of the cover. 

Sometimes the heat seal cushions may need to be made larger than the standard to be sure of complete heat sealing.

2)  Use of Cover Lifts

Determine if your customer uses a “bar style” lift. Indicate the diameter  of top bar on Order Form. A wider fold will then be made if noted on the Order Form. Otherwise, our standard 1” wide fold will be used. It fits bars ¾” in diameter. 

3) Fastener Length  (standard fastener length is about 7.25 inches long)

The fastener/hold down straps refer to the length from the bottom of the spa cover to the end of the vinyl strap(+- 1/4”), as it loops through the male, plastic piece with the “legs”. The fastener length is NOT how far below the skirt the buckle hangs.

Be sure to make it long enough to go over edgings and wood trim.

When attempting to arrive at a total fastener length in order to use the old screw holes, subtract one(1) inch for the plastic fastener. Indicate your wishes on the Order Form.

4) Fastener Positioning
Fasteners are normally placed three(3) inches from the edge on squares/rectangles.  On radius/rounded corners, they are placed three(3) inches from where the curve straightens out on the front edge. On rounds, they are placed about 16-20 inches from the center. For octagons, facing handle side, fastener is placed 3 inches around the corners. 

If  you want a different placement, indicate on the Order Form, in inches,  from the very edge of the cover. 

5) Skirt Length

Measured from the hard bottom of the cover to the bottom point to be covered. Or, take measurements off the old cover.

6) Larger Covers

For covers greater than 88 inches, consider the HD center bracing (20 Gauge) vs the standard 25 gauge “C’ channel. All our covers feature this steel piece imbedded into the thickest part (4 inch) of the foam cores that runs over the center of the tub. 

7) Raised control panel

Control panel above acrylic surface. Call and ask for assistance.
